   Receiving Yourself in the Fires of Sorrow...
   “... what shall I say? “Father, save Me from this hour.” But for this
purpose I came to this hour. “Father, glorify Your name.” John 12:27-28
   As a saint of God, my attitude toward sorrow and difficulty should not

be to ask that they be prevented, but to ask that God protect me so that I
may remain what He created me to be, in spite of all my fires of sorrow.
Our Lord received Himself, accepting His position and realizing His
purpose, in the midst of the fire of sorrow. He was saved not from the
hour, but out of the hour.
   We say that there ought to be no sorrow, but there is sorrow, and we
have to accept and receive ourselves in its fires. If we try to evade
sorrow, refusing to deal with it, we are foolish. Sorrow is one of the
biggest facts in life, and there is no use in saying it should not be. Sin,
sorrow, and suffering are, and it is not for us to say that God has made a
mistake in allowing them.
   Sorrow removes a great deal of a person’s shallowness, but it does not
always make that person better. Suffering either gives me to myself or it
destroys me.

The Times We Live In

CORRUPTION...
             Lessons Learned???
   In the fourth century, the
Roman Empire crumbled after a
500-year run as the world’s one
and only total badass. Several
things led to that inglorious
ending.
   First: Financial crisis. Rome
was slowly falling apart as a
result of financial crisis due to
constant wars and overspending
that emptied imperial coffers,
created oppressive taxation and

inflation and served to widen gap between rich and poor.
   Second: A weakening military. For most of its history, Rome’s
military kicked ass in the ancient world. But during their decline, the
makeup of once mighty legions began to change. Unable to recruit
enough soldiers from Roman citizenry, emperors began hiring foreign
mercenaries so the legions were filled with Germanic Goths and other
barbarians that didn’t have much skin in the game and really didn’t give
a flying fu#k about Rome or Romans. In fact they hated the Romans
who had been beating the shit out of them for the past couple of hundred
years. While fierce warriors, they had little or no loyalty to the empire
and often turned against their Roman employers. In fact many, including
Visigoth King Alaric who sacked Rome, had earned military stripes
while serving in Roman legions.
   Third: Government corruption and political instability played a
significant part. Rome’s sheer size made it difficult to govern and a
series of weak, ineffective and inconsistent leaders served to magnify the
problem. Political rot also extended into the Roman Senate, which failed
to temper excesses due to its own forms of corruption and incompetence.
As the situation worsened, civic pride waned and Romans lost trust in
their leadership which should sound ominously similar in regard to
current congressional conditions given their 14% approval rating.

   FAST FORWARD TO TODAY...
   First: Obviously we have financial crisis – nearly 21 trillion in debt.
   Second: Weakening Military. Obama’s policies have compromised
strategic positions with his incompetent leadership and poor handling of
events in the Middle East and Eastern
Europe. Additionally, Congress has not
provided funding which has resulted in fewer
capable personnel and equipment and they
have also politically handicapped field
commanders with stupid shit like the current
ridiculous rules of engagement!
   Third: Corruption - When government
becomes so corrupt that laws are obviously
being bent to favor those in power it is an
indicator of impending collapse. Many
countries have suffered this same outcome...
one set of laws for aristocracy and one for us
peasants and peons. Of course, the People
learn, fight back, threaten the established
power base, revolution ensues, they are
slaughtered in the streets, society falls and is
taken over by outside interests. I think it is
fair to say many Latinos... particularly the
Cubans here in South Florida, will agree no
citizen is safe when law is manipulated to
favor those who hold political power and that
is one of the major reasons they came to the
United States. The same might be said of the
Jews during the 1930’s, the South

Vietnamese, Bosnians, and Czechoslovakians that were under the
Soviets, as well as many others that have had to suffer under corrupt and
oppressive governments.

   In 2013 the Foundation paid out $8.87M in grants. The majority (62%)
went to governments and organizations in the United States.

2 tsp cinnamon
1/4 cup white raisins
1/2tsp salt
2 eggs

3 cups chopped mango
1tsp purchase vanilla

In the past there were those
that did not make it home but last year they were honored. In 2015,
rather than hold a Challenge, we honored the memory of those who lost
their lives while participating in the Hoka Hey Motorcycle Challenge.
Those honored were Charles Lynn (6/26/2010), Kenneth Greene (7/4/
2010), John Anderson (6/26/2013), Newton Pereira (7/27/2014), and
others who have died believing in the ideals that were set forth when the
Hoka Hey Motorcycle Challenge kicked off in 2010. This special event
is open to the public (you did not have to be a Hoka Hey rider to
participate) and started at the Geographical Center of the Continental
United States. The run departed on the morning of July 31st, 2015 and
rode as a group to the Black Hills of SD. On August 1st, we reconvened

to parade down Main St.
Sturgis and ended at the Indian
Motorcycle Sturgis store,
where we were welcomed with
a party that was worthy of our
Fallen Riders! I was just
getting back from my Pan
American run and was sorta
broke so I did not go.
   As I mentioned about the
riding gear and some of you
cry-babies that did not come
out to support the children for
the Toys in the Sun Run, here
is your chance to make
amends and get back on my
good side.
